Music Performance Award Recipients:

Students receiving music awards are required to participate in an ensemble.  Successful participation (including attendance) is necessary for continuance of your music award. String-playing music scholarship recipients will make every effort to avoid orchestra conflicts as this is the only ensemble that fulfills the scholarship compliance requirement.
Seating

Seating is at the discretion of the instructor.  Seating assignments will differ from concert to concert.  Assignments will generally be made prior to the first rehearsal of new material.
*Violins: To be considered for the first violin section, you must be comfortable and capable through 7th position (high A) on the E string.  I will be happy to evaluate/help anyone who would like to be considered for the first violin rotation.
Rehearsals

Rehearsals should be viewed the same as class periods.  Attendance is not optional.  If you miss 4 rehearsals you will not play the concert.  At least one dress rehearsal for each concert will be held in the evening, usually on a Monday--but not always.  If you have a night-class conflict, then you will be excused from that rehearsal, otherwise consider it mandatory.
